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Banks to start collecting service tax on cards

BANKS and other card issuers will
collect the service tax on credit and
charge cards from January 1 next
year.

In a statement yesterday. the
Association of Banks in Malaysia
(ABM) said that banks and other
card issuers would collect the ser-
vice tax from cardholders and pay
the sum to the Director-General of
Customs and Excise.

Prime Minister and Finance Min-
ister Datuk Seri Najib Razak had
announced that there would be a

yearly RM50 service tax on each
principal credit or charge card
during the tabling of the 2010
Budget. Each supplenentary card
would be subjected to a yearly
service tax of RM25. The tax would
take effect next year.

*Having read and discussed the
same with member hanks as well
as other card issuers. ABM would
like to apprise cardholders that the
service tax payable will be set out
in the cardholders’ monthly state-
ments separately.” it said.

The service tax becomes
chargeable on the anniversary
date of issue, or upon renewal of
the card.

ABM gave three scenarios forthe
imposition of the service tax:

O Issue of a new credit or charge
card that is valid {or one year.

If the new card is issued on Janu-
ary 10 next year, expiring on Janu-
ary 9 2011, the service tax will be
levied on the date of issue.

O Issue of a new credit or charge
card that is valid for five years.

If the card is issued on March 8
next vear, expiring on March 7
2015. the service tax would be
levied on the date of issue and on
every subsequent anniversary
date.

M An existing credit or charge
card that is valid for five years.

Say, the cari was issued on May
18 last year and remains valid il
May 17 2013, There would be no
service tax on the cards an-
niversary date this year. However,
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Cardholders may use rebz;tes_to pay service tax
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the tax would be charged on each
anniversary date from next year.
The service tax will not be im-
posed on debit cards: petrol cards

i issued by petrol companies, such
las [leetCard and SmartPay:
closed-community charge cards
used at workplaces, schools and
clubs only; loyalty cards such as

Bonus Link; and E-money such as
Touch 'n Go.

It will also not be imposed on
cards issued to replace lost or
spoilt cards or those misused in
cases of fraud.

In the event a credit or charge
card is upgraded (say. from Classic
to Gold) or downgraded (from
Gold to Classic), or converted
(from Islamic to conventional, or
co-branded to generic, or vice

versa) or reinstated (say, a can-
celled card), the service tax will be
imposed on the new cards issued
unless the anniversary dates of
the previous and new cards are
the same.

Banks and other card issuers
are allowed to enter into arrange-
ments under which cardholders
may apply for redemption/reward
points or rebates towards pay-
ment of the service tax.

Jumlah cukai periu dibayar
akan dinyatakan di dalam penyata
bulanan pemegang kad secara be-
rasingan,” kata ABM.,

Menurut ABM, cukai perkhid-
matan akan dikenakan sewaktu
kad kredit dan kad caj diterbitkan,
selepas genap tempoh setahun kad
ity dikeluarkan atau ketika pem:
baharuan dibuat.

Sebagai contoh, bagi kad kredit
atau ca) yang sah digunakan selama
setahun mulai 10 Januari 2010
hingga 9 Januari 2011 - cukai per-
khidmatan RMS0 akan dikenakan
pada 10 Januari 2010, iaitu tarikh
kad itu dikeluarkan.

Bagi kes kad kredit atau kad caj

yang dikeluarkan untuk tempoh
sah sehingga lima tahun (8 Mac
2010 hingga 7 Mac 2015), cukai
perkhidmatan  akan dikenakan
pada tarikh kad dikeluarkan dan
apabila genap setahun kad terse-
but.

Untuk kad kredit atau kad ca
sedia ada yang sah untuk tempoh
lima tahun (hermula 18 Mei 2008
hingga 17 Mei 2013), tiada cukai
perkhidmatan akan dikenakan se-
hinggalah tempoh setahun iaitu
pada 18 Mei 2009 kerana cukal itu
hanya dikuatkuasakan 1 Januari
2010.

Bagaimanapun, cukai perkhid-
matan sebanyak RMS0 akan di-
kenakan pada 18 Mei 2010, 18 Mei
2011 dan 18 Mei 2012.

ABM berkata, kad-kad berikut

tidak dikenakan cukai pet-
khidmatan iaitu kad debit,
kad petrol (yang dikeluar-
kan oleh syarikat-syarikat
minyak, seperti Fleetcard
dan Smartpay), kad caj
yang digunakan oleh ko-
muniti tertutup yang di-
gunakan di sekolah, tern-
pat kerja dan kelab sahaja.

Turut dikecualikan ialah
kad kesetiaan seperti Bo-
nuslink, dan kad E-Money
seperti Touch n’ Go.

“Cukai perkhidmatan ti-
dak akan dikenakan bagi
mengganti kad-kad terse-
but sekiranya berlaku ke-
hilangan, kerosakan atau
pemalsuan.

ABM menjelaskan, bagi
kad kredit dan kad caj yang
dinaikan tarafnya atau diturunkan
tarafnya atau ditukar daripada kad
islam ~ kepada kad konvensional
atau digunakan semula selepas
pembatalan, cukai perkhidmatan
akan dikenakan kecualilah tempoh
pegangan kad lama dan baru ada-
lah sama.

ABM berkata, bank dan para
pengeluar kad telah dibolehkan
untuk membenarkan pemegang
kad menggunakan mata penebu-
san, ganjaran atau rebat yang di-
kumpulkan untuk membayar cu-
kai perkhidmatan itu,
